
   Prayer Guide For 

 
Intercessory Prayer 

 
     Intercessory prayer is simply praying to God on behalf of others. 
Most all of us have asked someone to pray for us and undoubtedly you 
have prayed for others. When your children are sick, you pray for 
them. When they get their driver’s license, you really pray for them. 
No doubt you have also prayed for their salvation.       
      Paul relied heavily on the prayers of other. When in prison he was 
passionate about sharing the Good News of Christ. He asked the 
Ephesian church to pray for him. Pray for me, too. Ask God to give me 
the right words so I can boldly explain God’s mysterious plan that the 
Good News is for Jews and Gentiles alike (Ephesians 6:19). Later in a 
letter to Timothy, pastor of the church at Ephesus, he asked the 
church to intercede for kings (Nero at the time), all those in authority, 
and especially those who were lost. He longed to see the Gentiles 
come to faith in Christ.  He also urged that they lift up “holy hands” in 
prayer, meaning with a clean heart. The prophet Isaiah put it this way. 
The LORD’s hand is not shortened, that it cannot save, or his ear dull, 
that it cannot hear; but your iniquities have made a separation 
between you and your God, and your sins have hidden his face from 
you so that he does not hear (Isaiah 59:1-2). 
     Hopefully you have at least three people on your IMPACT card for 
whom you are praying. Use this guide in praying for them.  There are 
three scriptures each day to guide you. Read and meditate on each 
verse then lift up holy hands in prayer to the Lord for your unchurched 
friends.
